There are 
good views to the River Soar and Whistle Meadows. This is an 
attractive place for wildlife in the summer. There are various 
entry points for this walk which starts from Coventry Road in 
Narborough and ends in Seinne Lane in Enderby.

Huncote Road, Copt Oak Road, Pimpernel Close, Speedwell Close, 
Snowdrop Close and Thornborough Close in Narborough.
